| have an interesting and unusual story for you. We received a phone call from Andre, a believer. He
asked us for help. He told us that on his way to work as carpenter, he found out about a toilet paper company
of useful paper from books, magazines etc. to recycle and make toilet paper. A bit of history
here. Back in 1995 Gideon Bible Society sent thousands of Russian New
Testaments here, to ‘Soviet' Georgia. They never, as far as we could tell,
made it into the hands of believers. What happened? These Bibles were
probably not permitted at the border by the Orthodox customs to reach
, the believers and kept somewhere in a factory. Well, Andre found out that
pallets and pallets of these Bibles were delivered to the toilet paper factory by
the hands of someone for a meager profit. When we found out, we told Andre
we would do all that we could to help him to get these Bibles out of the toilet
paper factory. Sophia and | went to printers, businesses, organizations and
newspapers to get all the paper we could in exchange for the Bibles. Andre's
church helped out too. A total of 19 pallets of N.T.s were received from the
factory. Andre took 2 pallets for his church, the one in our backyard. So we
received about 17 pallets of hard covered Bibles (NT) in Russian language.
The Lord kept his eye on these Bibles for 13 years that we might receive them
now for the much needy areas that we are going to. What satan planned for
evil, God turned for the good. Jesus is amazing. As you from recent we have been
going to some muslim villages offering outreach materials. In addition, with a small amount of variation, we
are able to use these Russian N.T/Bibles in our own distributions to all the villages we go to. We find it helpful
to go to the village weekly markets that they have. | rejoice in the fact that each of the families that we are
able to reach out to, probably for the first time have an accurate portrayal of Jesus in their midst as they
receive one of these new Testaments. All most all of the people in these villages are more than willing to
receive one of these NTs at no charge. This is rare to them. Our goal is to make this book a household book
50 that every body and anybody within the house hold can pick it up and receive the truth that it holds
between the pages like no other book can do.

We have been to the Chinese markets here in Thilisi. We started out passing literature in Chinese months
ago. Many young Chinese have come to Georgia opening up small businesses. Most of them speak only
Chinese. After some time passed we went back to the Chinese markets and offered them this time small new
testaments in Chinese. Many more of the Chinese shop owners were open and willing to receive a New
Testament for themselves. It is remarkable to remember that in China one stays away from Bibles and new
testaments. One couple, who had newly married, told us that they had been praying and searching in all of
Tbilisi to find a Bible. They were so glad. They rejoiced and thanked us several times as the Lord Jesus had
just answered their prayer.

Three years ago Sophia and I, on our furlough to Holland visited her Mom. During the time | felt a deep
longing inside to prepare an outreach to these people. Many of them seem to have everything. Yet they have
nothing. So a short while ago, Sophia and | prepared a message for Dutch people and printed it in the form of
a tract. For weeks we went to many major cities throughout the country (over 20) and we met all kinds of
people and shared with them as much as we could. The Lord opened up the doors for us to stay at East
European Mission center and use a car for free. The Lord gave us all what we needed and more: 10 people
over this time period repented on the street. Many more asked questions and would want to write us back.

Hopefully next year, Lord willing, we
may do so. We are truly blessed, Sophia and |, with the help of others like you to have this privilege to reach
out to so many people.
